Call To Order – Chris Schauder called meeting to order at 9:15 a.m., a quorum was present.  The meeting held at the Evergreen Metro District Offices.

Board Action Items
1. December 2011 Meeting Summary – A motion was made by Dave Lighthart and seconded by Gerald Schulte to accept the meeting summary as presented.  The motion passed.

2. Billings - A motion was made by Patrick O’Connell and seconded by Gerald Schulte to pay the bills as presented.  The motion passed.  

3. Election 2012 Officers – The current officers were all willing to serve another term.  A motion was made by Patrick O’Connell and seconded by Gerald Schulte to retain the current set of Association officers.  The motion passed.

4. RNC 2012 Contract and Scope of Services – The manager reviewed the scope of work and contract for 2012.  A motion was made by Gerald Schulte and seconded by Bill Goetz to accept the contract and scope of services.  The motion passed.

5. 2012 Meeting and Monitoring Schedule – The manager reviewed the meeting schedule, which was accepted by the Association membership. 

6. 2012 Monitoring Plan – The manager reviewed the monitoring plan for 2012 and highlighted the changes in the program from 2011.  The members reviewed the expectations for the monitoring program and found the changes acceptable. A motion was made by Dave Lighthart and seconded by Bill Goetz to accept the 2012 monitoring plan.  The motion passed.

7. 303(d) Listing for Bear Creek Watershed – The manager reviewed the proposed listings from the final action documents forwarded by the WQCC for the watershed.  The board discussed the implications and impact to the program.  The Association believes the revised 2012 monitoring program is sufficient at this time to address the listing issues.  The board decided to wait a few months before outlining any possible additional actions needed by the Association.  This will allow time to see the direction of the nutrient hearings and the outcome of meetings between EPA and the WQCD over the control regulation. 

8. 2012 Environmental Steward Summer Program – Because of the complexities of water quality and regulatory issues and unknowns facing the Association over the next few years, the Association elected to not participate in the program.

Aspen Park Metropolitan District Site Amendment Application - The Association had a lengthy discussion and review of the site application amendment.  The Board reviewed the new PELs, the need for the surface discharge, groundwater recharge concerns, potential effect on the groundwater resources, status of actions in water court, the proposed metering and tracking system, discharge point and ongoing concerns with using the stormwater detention pond as the point of discharge, cost of a new boring under the highway, timing and schedule, local review, and consistency with county local planning documents.  The Board also discussed the issues and concerns as previously raised by Jefferson County regarding the proposed surface discharge.  A motion was made Kim Henry and seconded by Gerald Schulte that stated:
	
The Association manager is authorized to write a letter of comments to the Water Quality Control Division on behalf of the Association after review by Jefferson County Planning and Jefferson County Health Department that considers their comments as part of the Association comments and position, and further notes the following Association positions:

1. All previous Association, county planning and county health issues as identified in May and June 2008 are still valid; 

2. The new PELs as shown in the site amendment are acceptable to the Association; 

3. The Association doesn’t anticipate a new surface discharge into South Turkey Creek will have a negative effect on the water quality in South Turkey Creek; and

4. The concern about groundwater recharge remains an unresolved issue.

Additionally, the Association asserted there has not been adequate opportunity to complete a thorough review that includes an opportunity for “addition local review”.

The motion passed with one abstention.

Board Discussion Items

Solar Garden and Letter of Intent – Sam Sours with Community Energy, Inc. (CEI) briefed the Association on the potential grant application and addressed the member questions. Sam outlined a letter of Intent that would allow the grant process to proceed.  It was made clear that this LOI doe not commit the membership, but rather show a level of interest in participation.  A motion was made Gerald Schulte and seconded by Mike Towner to authorize the manager to sign a LOI on behalf of the Association.  The motion passed.

Nonpoint Source management program – The Association took no action on this item..

2012 Nutrient Prehearing Statement – The manager outlined the major topics for board consideration that could be included in the prehearing statement. The Association recognizes the value of a comprehensive watershed-level water quality management program that remains collaborative, flexible and effective.  The Association understands the complexity of the nutrient issues and does support a more comprehensive program that addresses both phosphorus and nitrogen in Bear Creek watershed.  The Association believes the existing regulation #74 is already a nutrient management regulation and this regulation needs to continue as the primary watershed control regulation.  A number of questions were raised, but with time constraints the discussion was referred to the TRS meeting the following week, with that meeting moved to the Evergreen Metro District offices.
