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2017 Survey Sites and Data 
The Colorado Parks and Wildlife (“CPW”) collects aquatic data from both internal sources and a variety of 
external governmental and non-governmental agencies. CPW provides this data, upon request, solely as a public 
service.  In September 11 to 14, 2017, personnel from the CPW conducted fishery surveys on Bear Creek.  The 
fishery data is graphically summarized in this technical memorandum as processed by the BCWA. CPW makes no 
warranty, representation, or guarantee as to the content, accuracy or completeness of any of the data provided. 
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Fishery surveys were done at 7 sites (Table 1).  No data was collected from the Bear Creek Cabins station due to 
access.  Table 2 is the 2017 fishery data supplied to the BCWA for use in its watershed management program.  
This data may not be re-published without approval of the BCWA.  Table 4 compares the 2014 to 2017 fishery 
summaries.
